Abstract

This research aimed to study the context of the curriculum development to study the
operation and the results of the operation in the integrated curriculum development in the
combination class of Prathomsuksa 2 and 3. The studied area was Ban Nongnamthaai School. The
sample group was personnel and the community. The data was collected from documents as well as
interviewing, observing, conversing focus group and brain storming, questionnaire, and examined
school curriculum papers. The data was analyzed by using the content analysis. The results of this
study were : the school used to produce a school curriculum; however, the school personnel still
lacked knowledge, clear understanding as well as skills in the curriculum production. For the
community, the people did not participate in sharing ideas or working. They only knew about it.
The operation of developing the integrated curriculum consisted of 4 steps: 1) To study problems
and needs to develop the school. 2) To draft, assess and improve the curriculum and the teaching
plans before being implemented. 3) To implement, assess and improve them during the period of
being implemented. 4) To assess and improve them after being implemented. The results of the
operation in the integrated curriculum found that every factor of the curriculum was in accordance
with each other. The school administrator managed the curriculum by arranging a teaching schedule
in every afternoon session.Consequently, the operation in the learning plans, which required
invitations of local personnel and the student’s field trips was unsuccess. However, in learning unit
about the content in sciences, the activities according to the plan were held at a rather low level,
because the teachers did not have teaching guides and reference sources. The students enjoyed
learning because there were various activities and exchanging ideas among the students in
Prathomsuksa 2 and 3. The teacher had confidence in teaching and the administrator had good

attitudes towards the integrated curriculum and the teaching plans they developed.
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
