Abstract

The purposes of the study were: 1) to study the levels of the result-based budgeting
management of academic administration of basic educational school under the office of Phetchaburi
educational service area 2, 2) to study levels of the effectiveness of academic administration of basic
education under the office of Phetchaburi educational service area 2, and 3) to study the relationship
between the result-based budgeting management and effectiveness of academic administration of
basic education under the office of Phetchaburi educational service area 2. The research samples
were 290 informants from administrators and teachers. The research instrument was a questionnaire.
Percentage, mean, standard deviation, Pearson’s Product Moment Correlation Coefficient were used
to analyze the data.

The research results revealed that:

1. The overall of the result-based budgetting management of academic administration
of basic education under the office of Phetchaburi educational service area 2 was at a high level, as
well as when considering in each aspect. The highest level was arrangement of buying and hiring
system, the second was financial administration and budget supervision, and financial report and
conclusion respectively.

2. The overall the the effectiveness of academic administration of basic education
under the office of Phetchaburi educational service area 2 was at a high level, as well as when
considering in each aspect. The highest level was the effectiveness of learning development,the
second was curriculum development, and measurement and transferring respectively.

3. The relationship between the result-based budgetting management and the
effectiveness of academic administration of basic education under the office of Phetchaburi
educational service area 2 were at the high level on the position direction with statistically

significant at .01.
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
