Abstract

The purposes of this experimental research were to : 1) compare the achievement of
communicative language learning of grade 9 students at Yothinburana School Phetchaburi received
English instruction with funny jokes and regular instruction before and after the experiment.
2) compare the satisfaction in learning of the students received English instruction with funny jokes
and regular instruction before and after the experiment. The samples were 48 grade 9 students, at
Yothinburana Phetchaburi School the first semester of academic year 2009. (24 August to 16
September) They were selected by using a sample random sampling, and then divided into an
experimental group and a control group. The research instruments were a set of lesson plans with
funny jokes, a set of regular lesson plans, an English Test, and a questionnaire. Mean, standard
deviation and t-test were used for data analysis.

The results of the study were as follows :

1. The achievement of English learning of the experimental group received English
instruction with funny jokes after the experiment was significantly higher than before learning at the
level of 0.01

2. The achievement of English learning of the control group received regular instruction
after experiment was significantly higher than before learning at the level of 0.01

3. After the experiment, the achievement of English learning of the experimental
group received English instruction with funny jokes and the control group received regular
instruction was significantly different at the level of 0.01

4. After the experiment, the satisfaction learning English of the experimental group

was significantly higher than that of the control group at the level of 0.01
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
