Abstract
The purposes of this study were to compare the concentration behaviors of
kindergartener 1 before and after an application of creative art activities and to compare
the concentration behaviors after the experiment between boys and girls in kindergarten 1.
The samples were twenty 3-4 year old children divided into ten boys and ten girls who
were randomly selected from the population of Watnaprom Child Development Center,
Muang District, Phetchaburi Province. The instruments” used in this study were twenty -
four creative art activities for the experiment within eight weeks during the first semester
of the academic year 2009 and the Observation Form of Concentration Behaviors of
Kindergarteners constructed by the researcher. The statistics used for data analysis were
t—test and Analysis of Covariance.
The results were as follows :
1. After an application of creative art activities, kindergartener 1 had
significantly better concentration behaviors than before at the level of .01.
2. After an application of creative art activities, the boys and girls in
kindergarten 1 had significant difference in concentration behaviors at the level of .05.

The girls concentration behaviors were higher than those of the boys.
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
