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Abstract

The educational management development project launched by the local administrative organizations
utilizing school-based management for local development is a life-long education in formal, non-formal, and in-formal
education systems. It emphasizes giving opportunity for children, youths and people in the local areas to develop in
accordance to their potential and individual ability. The researcher was, therefore, interested in conducting this study
aiming to; 1) determine the context of school-based management for local development undertaken by schools under the
local administrative organizations in Phetchaburi Province, 2) measure the input for school-based management for the
local development, 3) examine the process of school-based management for the local development, and 4) measure the
output of school-based management for the local development. The informants consisted of 2 school administrators, 4
teachers responsible for the project, 13 local wisdom teachers, 140 students in Prothomsuksa 4-6, 65 students in
Mathaypmsuksa 1-3, and 205 students’ parents — 429 total, who were randomly drawn with a simple random sampling. A
questionnaire and an interview form were used for data collection. The data were analyzed statistically by using
percentage, mean and standard deviation, and content analysis.

The research results were as follows:

1. The context of the school-based management for local development project was overall at the highest
level, ranging down from the highest mean as the aspect of conformity between the society’s needs and the clarification of
objectives respectively.

2. The input of the project was overall at a high level, ranging down from the highest mean as the
sufficiency of space for students to do activities, the appropriate content to students, and the curriculum developed to
conform to the project objectives respectively.

3. The process of the project was overall at a high level, ranging down from the highest mean as the
appointment of personnel responsible for the project, the survey of students’ need for learning from the local wisdom for
the curriculum development, and the students’ thorough participation in the project respectively.

4. The output of the project was overall at a high level in all four aspects; 1) the impact that enabled the
students to propose approaches for improving their own tasks and they also obtained the local-wisdom knowledge and
ability, 2) the effectiveness that enabled the students to apply the obtained knowledge for daily living and the development
for their future careers, 3) the sustainability that enabled the school teachers to connect the schools with outside
organizations and they could continue to undertake the project, and 4) the transfer that enabled the teachers to integrate
knowledge with other learning areas and also enabled them to apply knowledge for the community and social
development.

The research findings revealed that developing the locality by using the school-based management approach
was the project that benefited the students in learning from the local-wisdom teachers, developing their job skills from the

local community, and learning from the integrated curriculum effectively.
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
