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Abstract

According to the fact that the learning achievement of the students studing in Department of
Business Computing, Chumphon Vocational College was lower than the college standard, the researcher was
interested in conduction this research, Peer Coaching Supervision for Developing Teaching Competency in
the Project Course, to solve this problem. The purposes of this research were to study: 1) the ability to write
lesson plans in the project course, 2) the teaching competencies in the project course of the teachers after
receiving a peer coaching supervision, 3)the teachers’ satisfaction after receiving a peer coaching
supervision, and 4) the students’ satisfaction with the teaching competencies of teachers who had been
received peer coaching supervision. The target groups used in this research consisted of 1) 5 assistant project
course instructors, and 2) 186 Vocational Certificate, and Higher vocational Certificate students, Department
of Business Computing. Tools used in this research was divided into two categories : 1) tools used to collect
information from teachers consisted of (1) 4 peer coaching supervision plans, (2) ability assessment in writing
lesson plans, (3) record observations form of teaching competency, and (4) form of interviewing teachers
satisfaction with the peer coaching supervision, 2) tools used to collect information of the students which was
the students’ satisfaction on the teachers’ competencies in teaching by the researcher with the index of
objective congruence of 0.67-1.00. The data were analyzed by using percentage, mean and standard deviation.

The research results were as follows:

1. The teachers have the ability to write lesson plans in the project course at a good level.

2. The teachers have the teaching competencies in the project course: 1) contents and
curriculum, 2) media production and using, 3) teaching process, 4) measurement and evaluation, and 5)
attributes and attitudes at a good level.

3. The teachers’ satisfaction toward a peer coaching supervision was at a good level.

4. The students’ satisfaction toward teaching competencies of teachers who had been received
peer coaching was at a good level.

This research finding showed that the administrators should encourage schools to use the peer
coaching supervision systematically and continuously for developing teachers’ teaching competency and

students’ learning achievement.
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
