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Abstract

An essential mechanism of democratic administration is an election which should be
honestly, transparently, and fairly administrated and people in various social parties feel confident of
and participate in the election process. Thus, the researcher was interested in doing the study on election
administration according to strategy for election system and process development of Prachuap Khiri Khan
Election Commission aiming to: 1) study election administration and strategy for election system and
process development, 2) examine the relationship between strategy for election system and process
development and election administration in Prachuap Khiri Khan Province, and 3) find out the proper
guidelines on election administration of Prachuap Khiri Khan Election Commission. In quantitative
study, a questionnaire with reliability at the 0.934 level was used for collecting data from 400 people
with voting rights in Prachuap Khiri Khan Province. In qualitative study, a structured interview form
was used for collecting data from 11 key informants: personnel concerning election control and
administration in Prachuap Khiri Khan Province. The data were analyzed by using percentage, mean,
standard deviation, and Pearson’s Correlation Coefficient analysis.

The research results were as follows:

1. The election administration was overall at a high level. The strategy for election system and
process development was overall at a high level. When each aspect being considered, the aspect of
election administration with the highest mean was planning, and the others with lower means could be
ranked in descending order of their means as follows: organization controlling, directing, and
organizing. The aspect of strategy with the highest mean was election performers, and the others with
lower means could be ranked in descending order of their means as follows: election process, public
relation, and network and acceptance.

2. There was positive relationship at a moderate level, the correlation coefficient (r) = 0.778,
with statistical significance at the 0.01 level between election administration in Prachuap Khiri Khan
Province and strategy for election system and process development in the aspects of network and
acceptance, election process, election performers, and public relation.

3. The proper guidelines consisted of election calendar set-up for controlling and
monitoring the operation strictly according to time frame being determined in laws, and election
performers with neutrality, knowledge, skills, experiences, being trained to have knowledge on election
performance by demonstration and determining the clear job description for work performers.

The research finding was that technological innovation should be applied in election
system and process, such as voting machine, to increase capacity in election facilitation and reduce steps
of election preparation, score counting, and diagnosis of valid and invalid ballot papers, leading to

appeal for election objection.
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
