Abstract

Love reading habit of the children is an important policy of our nation. Shared reading is an
innovation for developing their love of reading habit, and should be implanted when they are very young.
Therefore, the purposes of this study were to: 1) compare the vocabulary reading ability of the second year
preschoolers before and after participating in shared reading activity, and 2) compare the vocabulary reading
ability between male and female second year preschoolers after participating in the shared reading activity.
The sample were twenty second year preschoolers, aged 5-6 years, divided into ten males and ten females by
using simple random sampling with gender dividing at Ban Nongrong School, Kaokrapook Subdistrict,
Thayang District, Phetchaburi Province, in the second semester of the academic year 2014. The instruments
used in this study were 24 plans of shared reading activities for the second year preschoolers and vocabulary
reading ability test of 30 items with the reliability value (r) of 0.91. The statistics used in the study were t-test
and analysis of covariance.

The results were as follows:

1. The overall vocabulary reading ability of the second year preschoolers and in each aspect,
including reading familiar words, recognizing the vocabulary, reading words by using pictures for
prediction, classifying similarities of vocabularies, and recognizing words with the same initial consonants
after participating in the share reading activities, were significantly higher than before at the level of 0.01.

2. The overall vocabulary reading ability of male and female second year preschoolers after
participating in the shared reading activities was not significantly different. When considering each aspect, it
was found that reading familiar words, reading words by using pictures for prediction, classifying similarities
of vocabularies, and recognizing words with the same initial consonants of males and females after
participating in the activities were not significantly different; whereas the aspect of recognizing the
vocabulary of them was significantly different at 0.05 level with a higher mean score of females.

The results of this study indicated that the shared reading activities could develop vocabulary
reading ability of the second year preschoolers and the females had better development in recognizing the
vocabulary than males. Therefore, the preschooler teachers should use shared reading activities by using a
variety of techniques to develop vocabulary reading ability of the children and focusing more on males’
vocabulary recognition.
