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Abstract

The problem of students’ undesirable behaviors needs serious resolution by collaboration among
various units according to the school roles. School teachers are, therefore, the significant mechanism. Besides, the
difference of students’ problems causes Rajaprajanugroh Schools to apply the various factors proper to each type
of behavior for solving those problems so that the students can have the desirable behaviors according to the
curriculum. The researcher was, therefore, interested in doing this researcher aiming to study: 1) the level of
factors affecting students’ behaviors, 2) the level of students’ behaviors according to the standard of schools under
Special Education Bureau, and 3) the factors affecting students’ behaviors according to the standard of schools
under Special Education Bureau. The research samples were determined by using the table of Krejcie&Morgan
consisting of 317 teachers of schools under Special Education Bureau, selected by using proportional and simple
random sampling methods. The research tool was a 5-level rating scale questionnaire with the 0.883 level of
reliability. The data were analyzed by using percentage, mean, standard deviation, and multiple regression
analysis.

The research results were as follows:

1. The factors affecting students’ behaviors were overall at a high level. The friend group was
the factor with the highest mean, whereas the other factors with lower means could be ranked in descending order
of their means as follows: economy, students themselves, community, school, mass media and information,
family, and mentor system in schools.

2. The students’ behaviors according to the standard of schools under Special Education Bureau
were at a high level both in overall and in each aspect. The aspects of behaviors, when individually considered,
could be ranked in descending order of their means as follows: emotional behavior, physical behavior, and
attitude behavior.

3. The factors affecting behaviors of students (Y) of schools under Special Education Bureau
consisted of mentor system in schools (X,), economy (X,), friend group (X,), mass media and information (X.),

students themselves (X,), and community (X,), with predictive efficiency at 92.80% and the regression analysis

equation was as follows: Y - 0.776 +0.268 (X,) + 0.850 (X)) + 0.259(X,) + 0.450 (X,) + 0.059(X ) + 0.091 (X ).

The research findings revealed that the friend group was the most important factor affecting the
students’ desirable behavior modification, whereas the attitude behavior was at the lowest level. The
administrators and teachers should, therefore, keep on using friend group activities in modification of students’
desirable behaviors, especially attitude, or using friend group in creating sustainability of students’ desirable

attitude.
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
