Abstract

Transferring child development centers from various public organizations resulted in difference in
performance according to the context of each area. Besides, educational administration policies run by school
administrators in different areas and locations are also different, which affect quality of life of preschool children
in child development centers. The researcher was, therefore, interested in conduct a study aiming to; 1) determine
level of educational administration factors of child development centers in Phetchaburi Province, 2) examine level
of quality of life of the children in the centers in the province, and 3) determine educational administration factors
affecting quality of life of the preschool children in the centers in the province. The samples were 373 personnel
consisting of 166 head or acting head of the child development centers, 79 chief administrators of subdistrict
administrative organizations and municipal clerks, and 128 child caregivers. The research instrument was a
check-list questionnaire with reliability at 0.958. The data were analyzed by using percentage, mean, standard
deviation, and multiple regression analysis.

The research results were as follows:

1. The level of educational administration factors were overall at a high level. When being
considered individually, the environment and learning and instructional media were the factors with the highest
means while the factor with lower mean was personnel, whereas the building and landscape was the factor with
the lowest mean respectively.

2. The level of quality of life of preschool children in the child development centers was overall at
a high level. The aspects of quality of life when being considered individually could be ranked in descending
order of their means as the aspect of emotion, mental and social, intellectual aspect, and physical aspect
respectively.

3. The educational administration factors affected quality of life of the preschool children in child
development centers in Phetchaburi Province included the environment and learning and instructional media with
statistical significance at the 0.01 level. The predictive efficiency (R) was 85.70 percent and the equation of

regression analysis was as Y = 0.770 +0.463(X ) +0.926(X)).

The research findings show that the administrators and the personal involving child development
centers in Phetchaburi Province should support the budget to improve the environment and instructional media of

the centers for better efficiency that will affect to quality of life of the children.
