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Abstract

A desirable attribute indicator development could be an advantageous feature
to apply to college students. The idealistic traits emphasized on morality, ethic, cultural values,
conscience, and ability to maintain the contented life along with Thai and global citizens. The
purposes of this research were 1) to develop the indicators of students’ desirable characteristics,
and 2) to analyze the compatibility of Phetchaburi Vocational College students’ desirable
characteristics indicators in the 21" Century. The sample group was consisted of the executive
member, teaching staff, and 240 students in Phetchaburi Vocational College with 12 observed
variables. The research instrument was a 5-level questionnaire with a reliability
coefficient of 0.80. The statistics used in the research were mean, standard deviation
Correlation coefficient and confirmatory factor analysis.

The research results were as follows:

1. The developed model of the students’ desirable characteristics indicators of
Phetchaburi Vocational College in the 21" Century had been identified as 12 factors; honesty,
discipline, patriotism and allegiance to the Thai monarchs and religions, perseverance, national
identity proudness, sustainable living, volunteerism, academic knowledge, professional and living
skills, learning and innovativeness, and information, media and technology skills.

2. The analysis of the compatibility between the desirable characteristic indicators
and the evidence-based data was considered consistent with 0.30 - 0.65 of factor loading. The
following levels of factor were arranged in the descending from the highest to the lowest loading
as follows;academic knowledge, information, media and technology skills, learning and
innovativeness, national identity proudness, professional and living, sustainable living,
volunteerism, discipline, perseverance, honesty, and patriotism and allegiance to the Thai
monarchs and religions. The factor loadings were 0.65, 0.57, 0.57, 0.50, 0.49, 0.49, 0.48, 0.46, 0.44,
0.41, 0.40 and 0.30, respectively. The verification empirical data were as follows; chi-square
values XZ = 207.57, degrees of freedom (df) = 54, p-value = 0.00000, GFl index = 0.87, AGFI
index. = 0.82, CFl index = 0.98, Standardized RMR = 0.047 (below 0.08) and RMSEA = 0.109. This
finding indicated that the chi-square value had met the statistic standard with no significant value
(p £.05). It could confirm this model was consistent with evidence-based data.

The findings of the research revealed that students' desirable attribute indicators in
the 21" century of Phetchaburi Vocational College had earmned the least was a sense of
patriotism and allegiance to the monarchy and religions. This had been evaluated by the
confirmatory factor analysis approach. Therefore, it was essential that the school executive
members and teachers in the college help raise awareness and understandings among students.
In addition, they could understand the importance of the Thai sovereign which was one of the
core conceptions institute and center of mind adherence to Thai people.
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
