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Abstract

Information and communication technologies play an important role in education.
Leamning and teaching using information and communication technology has become a tool for
increasing efficiency in distance leaming and classroom teaching management. The secondary
schools in the central region have organized a two-way communication distance education
project for a period of time. The objectives of this research were: 1) to evaluate the two-way
communication distance education project, and 2) to find out the guidelines for school network
administration in the two-way communication distance education project in lower secondary
schools in the central region. Samples of 128 people consisted of 4 school administrators, 8
teachers, and 116 students in lower secondary schools in the central region. The research tools
were a set of 5-level rating scale questionnaires with a reliability level of 0.85, and an interview
form with item objective congruence (I0C) ranged between 0.67-1.00. The quantitative data were
analyzed by using percentage, mean, and standard deviation, and the qualitative data was
analyzed by using content analysis.

The research results were as follows:

1. In evaluating two-way communication distance education project in lower
secondary schools in the central region of host and destination teachers, the overall
implementation result was at a high level. When each aspect was considered, the aspect with
the highest mean was a context, and the other three aspects could be ranked in descending
order of their means as follows: input, output, and process.

2. The guidelines for school network administration in the two-way communication
distance education project in the lower secondary schools in the central region were as follows:
1) context : there should be clear planning and formulating policies, including some principles for
network administration, 2) inputs : there should be a supervision for teachers to prepare clear
and systematic worksheets effectively, 3) process :there should be public relations and
clarification to parents or related parties about the two-way communication distance education
project, and 4) outputs : there should be a development in the students’ responsibility on work
performance for higher achievement.

The research findings also revealed that network administration in the two-way
communication distance education projects had to prepare the clear plan for coordination
between the host and the destination schools. Therefore, the host school administrators should
promote their teachers to continuously develop the quality of learning management to increase
the students’ achievement in the destination schools.
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
