Abstract

Sangha affairs administration has a certain way to drive the religious mission
operated by the monks at all hierarchical levels, which has been developed from time to time.
Thus, the researcher was interested in conducting this study conceming its current situation with
the purposes to; 1) determine the administration of Sangha affairs under Sangha Act B.E.2561
(new version) suitable in Phetchaburi Province, 2) examine the administrative factors affecting
the administration under Sangha Act B.E. 2561 (new version) in Phetchaburi provincial geo-
society and 3) synthesize to draw a pattern of Sangha affair administration under the new-
version act to suit geosocial context of Phetchaburi Province. Questionnaires were used to
collect quantitative data from 359 samples purposively selected and the data were analyzed
statistically using frequency, percentage, mean and standardization. Qualitative data was
collected by using a structured interview undertaken with 16 key informants. This qualitative
content was analyzed to classify and summarize the issues according to the research purposes.

The research results were as follows:

1. The administration of Sangha affairs in Phetchaburi Province currently has been
simultaneously undergone in 6 areas; governing, propagation, education, public utility,
educational welfare, and public welfare, including the construction of Phetchaburi Buddhist
region. These aspects were assigned and designated in a concrete pattern with responsibilities of
the provincial priest, district priest, sub-district priest, and abbot of temples, respectively.

2. The factors affecting the Sangha administration suitable for Phetchaburi
provincial geo-society included: the clearest systematic regulations to drive the administration;
construction of human resources with attitudes, expression, social conduct participation in
concrete activities; empowering decision-making practice; and accountability of societal
development, respectively.

3. The form of Sangha affair administration suitable for Phetchaburi provincial geo-
society consisted of practices including the emphasis of a proactive role in society — shift the role
from being recipient to be a giver. Monks should obtain knowledge of law and be proficient in the
Dharmavinaya (monk rules); create proactive operation emphasizing cultural diversity; and develop
personnel to be proficient in teaching, auditing and evaluation. They should also know about
building construction and maintenance, be able to promote education under the need survey,
and integrate their role into the society. Construction of Phutthamonthon must be driven by all
sectors; including governments, state enterprises, businesses, and public organizations.

These research findings revealed a suitable guideline for Sangha affair administration
in current situation, moving the direction toward the good governance administrative system
without contradiction to the dharma disciplines. Monk should play a proactive role in the
society. Moreover, there should be further studies on the effectiveness and efficiency of the
Sangha administration under the absence of serious penalty scheme.
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
